Harundale Church has a long and interactive rela-
tionship with the House of Hope and will continue
to provide funding and volunteer hours to this
great mission located here in Glen Burnie. This
mission was built from the dream and efforts of
one man who wanted to provide shelter for home-
less men in Northern Anne Arundel County.

From his simple efforts the WINTER RELIEF SHEL-
TER was born and his dream has grown to include
transitional housing, a day shelter, a work pro-
gram, education assistance, and now a health
clinic for the homeless. HPC annually supports the
Winter Shelter, this past year providing food and
shelter during a week in February.

sion. Since 1982, Habitat for Humanity of the
Chesapeake has completed more than 285 homes
and has housed more than 900 family members,
half of which are children. As a local affiliate of
Habitat for Humanity International, Habitat for Hu-
manity of the Chesapeake works in partnership
with families in need of housing to build simple,
decent and affordable homes.

Houses are sold to qualified homebuyers at no
profit through no-interest mortgage loans and
homebuyers must first meet the requirements of
Habitat for Humanity of the Chesapeake’s pro-
gram. Homebuyers work alongside thousands of
community volunteers to complete homes in sev-
eral Baltimore City and county communities in-
cluding Anne Arundel County. Their current pro-
jectis the Clay Street neighborhood is one of the
oldest in Annapolis. HPC supports this important
local mission for the less fortunate in our county.

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Feeding the Hungry
HPC Food Pantry

HPC's Food Pantry is open for busi-
ness every Tuesday from 12:30 to
1:30. We are located in the Fellow-
ship Hall. In 2010, we provided gro-
ceries to 1326 families composed of
2522 adults and 1425 children.

Families are eligible for assistance once a month
on any Tuesday. Requirements to receive grocer-
ies are: confirmation of residency in Anne Arundel
County ( a piece of mail), photo I.D. for the person
picking up the groceries, and a Social Security
card or birth certificate for everyone else in the
household.

Nearly $6200 was spent to keep the shelves
stocked throughout the year. This includes money
from the Feed the Hungry fund and monetary do-
nations. Our main sources of food donations come
from the A.A. Co. Food Bank (monthly pickups)
and the Boy Scout Food Drive. However, there are
many other contributors including schools,
churches, groups and individuals from both within
and outside of church, and grocery stores.

In addition to the groceries that are distributed,
we have an extensive collection of clothing and
household items that we give away.

We have a dedicated group of volunteers who help
things run smoothly.

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Feeding the Hungry
HPC Lunch Program

HPC serves a hot lunch
every Monday and Thurs-
day from 12:30 to 1:30.

Everyone is wel-

come. There are no re-
strictions or require-
ments. In 2010 we
served approximately
5340 meals.

Each day has its own group of volunteers who
cook, do dishes, set up, serve, clean up, and make
all our guests feel welcome.

There is also a group of volunteers that meet every
few months for a cook-a-thon. This group pre-
pares and freezes most of the meals that are
served.

Woods Memorial Presbyterian Church provides
and serves the meal the third Monday and the first
Thursday of the month. This gives our crews a
nice break and we are greatly appreciative.

The Fisher House pro-
gram is a unique private-
public partnership that
supports America's mili-
tary in their time of need.
The program recognizes
the special sacrifices of
our men and women in
uniform and the hard-
ships of military service by meeting a humanitar-
ian need beyond that normally provided by the
Department of Defense and Veterans Affairs.

Because members of the military and their fami-
lies are stationed worldwide and must often travel
great distances for specialized medical care,
Fisher House Foundation donates ‘comfort
homes,’ built on the grounds of major military and
VA medical centers. These homes enable family
members to be close to a loved one at the most
stressful time - during the hospitalization for an
unexpected illness, disease, or injury. No one
ever pays to stay at a Fisher House.

Through mission, our youth seek to be Christ’s
branches to the world, growing together in service
and faith.

During the year, the
youth group regularly
participates in mission
opportunities, from as-
sisting with holiday bas-
kets and food distribu-
tion to leading activities
at a local shelter. The
youth group also brings greetings and helping hands
to our elderly and shut-in members, and helps care
for our students away at college with care kits.

Every summer, the youth group journeys somewhere
in the U.S.A. for a week long intensive mission trip.
Previous trip locations include Atlanta, Georgia and
Indianapolis, Indiana. During the week, youth and
adult advisors participate in a variety of service ac-
tivities in the community, from cleaning and painting
new church plants to planting and weeding commu-
nity gardens. All of these times, whether in Glen
Burnie or another
part of the country,
encourage our youth
to put their faith in
action and grow in
their relationships
with different commu-
nities, each other,
and most importantly,
with God.
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Jesus continued, saying
“This is to my Father’s glory,
that you bear much fruit,
showing yourselves to be my
disciples” (John 15:8). Our
middle and high school
youth are committed to living
out their faith through ser-
vice to others, and are ex-
cited to have a congregation
that supports and joins them in discipleship!

International
Missions
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Guatemala Scholarship
Program

Harundale has been supporting this international
mission of the Baltimore Presbytery and PCUSA
for at least 15 years. We have: provided funding
for land, water pumps, stoves and building new
schools, contributed to the medical clinic and for
the last 5 years, supported the Scholarship Pro-
gram.

The scholarship fund allows Guatemalan children
to get an education. The children go to school and
University and return back to their villages to help
teach other children and make a difference in the
living situation for their villages. It costs
$125/child to go to elementary school for one year,
$150/child to go to middle/high school per year.
HPC currently supports twelve children through
this International Mission.

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The McGill Family

Missionaries in
Malawi

Jim and Jodi McGill have
been under appointment as PCUSA mission co-
workers since 1995 and their most recent assign-
ment, which began in 2000, is in Mzuzu, Malawi,
just two hours from Embangweni.

Malawi is a landlocked country bordering Tanzania
to the north and east, Mozambique to the south,
east and west and Zambia to the west. Mzuzu, a
small town with electricity, email access shops
and several schools, is located in the northern re-
gion of Malawi. The predominant ilinesses in Ma-
lawi are malaria, pneumonia, anemia, malnutrition,
tuberculosis and HIV/AIDS related ilinesses. The
average life expectancy is 35 years, which reflects
the high mortality rates from malaria and HIV/
AIDS.

Jim serves two roles in the Synod of Livingstonia’s
Development Department — coordinator of pro-
tected water and buildings coordinator. After mov-
ing to Mzuzu, Jodi became the synod’s coordinator
for primary health care and at the same time also
took on the work of interim coordinator for the
AIDS department.

Jim coordinates the clean water and sanitation
work of the synod’s three hospitals, the clean wa-
ter section of the synod’s Development Depart-
ment and the shallow wells work of the Marion
Medical Mission. The focus of his work is to ensure
sustainability at the community level of Malawi and
an effective advocate for its people and to ensure

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the church is a strong presence in the rural devel-
opment .

Jodi holds a Bachelor of Science degree in nursing
from the University of Arizona and a Bachelor of
Science in chemistry and microbiology from
Northern Arizona University. She also holds an
M.S. in nursing and a master's in public health
from Emory University. She has served as a nurse
both in the Atlanta, Georgia, area and in Africa.

Jim received his B.S. in physics from Wake Forest
University before finishing his M.S. in geological
engineering at the University of Arizona. Jim has
spent many years in Africa doing geophysical re-
search for the Geology Department at Duke and as
the child of Presbyterian missionaries to Congo.

The McGills are the parents of six children, twins
Jason and Michael, Salome, Selina and twins Jo-
seph and John. HPC has a significant commitment
to support the McGill family ministry with an an-
nual pledge of $10,000.

Tanzania, located in East Africa is one of the poor-
est countries in the world and home to more than
2.6 million orphans. These children are orphaned
primarily due to the growing AIDS pandemic. The
Salama Center, Better Future International’s fam-
ily care program in Tanzania, opened in January
2009 and currently serves 26 orphaned children
and their households - approximately 145 people.

This community center is based in Majengo Village

in the Moshi region of Tanzania and maintains fam-

ily structure for the orphaned children through our
Family Care Model.

The Salama Center’s mission is to create a better
future for orphaned and abandoned children
through the provision of nutritious food, health-
care, education and supportive services in a fam-
ily environment so that these children have the op-
portunity to not only survive, but thrive. Itis our
belief that children without parents should reside
with extended family members or other willing.

The goal of the committee is to have a balanced
mission program that supports a broad variety of
Mission projects locally, nationally, and interna-
tionally that demonstrates Christ’s love for all of
God’s people.

Book of Order Section G.10.0102c.

Mission Project Selection and Giving Guidelines

1. Mission Philosophy: Provide the congregation
with a balanced mission program that demon-
strates Christ’s love for all of God’s people around
the world.

2. Mission Giving Goal: The long-range plan for
mission outreach has been set at 10% of the
church budget. Mission outreach includes the Mis-
sion Committee budget, Special Offerings, Presby-
terian Women, Youth Mission trip, Feeding the
Hungry, Winter Shelter, etc.
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3. Balanced Mission Program: Support a broad
variety of Mission projects such that our congrega-
tion is introduced to and involved in a wide spec-
trum of Christian service in the world. This will be
achieved by supporting:

¢ Different types of missions, such as:
health care, education, evangelism &
new church projects, compassionate
ministries, social justice, self develop-
ment projects, etc.

o Demographic diversity - age, ethnicity,
culture, language groups, urban/rural
settings.

e Geographic diversity - different conti-
nents, regions, both Local and Global.

e Ecumenical breadth - mission projects
sponsored by PCUSA or co-sponsored
with other denominations or other non-
denominational Christian Ministries.

4. Personal Involvement in Mission Projects: Sup-
port missions that enable members of the congre-
gation to develop a personal interest, contact, or

even hands-on experience.

5. Mission Interpretation: Develop a mission pro-
gram that can be promoted on a year-round basis.

6. Number of Mission Projects: develop a mission
program that supports a limited number of pro-
jects on a significant financial basis instead of a
large number of projects with minimal financial
support for each one.
